Mission of the festival

Feliks Nowowiejski’s International Festival of Choral Music in Barczewo promotes culture of all generations in the field of music art. In every edition perform several Polish and foreign amateur choirs. Each edition contains dozens of amateur in country and foreign choirs which during competition auditions and accompanying concerts present native and foreign compositors greatest piece of work.

Main establishment of Festival is promoting and exposing work of greatest polish composer - Feliks Nowowiejski, born on 7th of February 1877 in Barczewo. 
Feliks Nowowiejski’s International Festival of Choral Music is a outstanding atmosphere of multicultural  and artistic exchange, what leads to common music creation and signing truly happening. Festival creates foundation for amateur artist exposure, talented people - in various age category, active and open for new network, friendship and experience. 
I. Festival is organized by 'Stowarzyszenie Inicjatyw Obywatelskich' in Barczewo
II. Placement of Festival - Barczewo

III. Main goal of Festival is popularization in Poland and abroad person and creation of Feliks Nowowiejski, his vocal and choir pieces, instrumental compositions and oratorio work.
IV. Principals of the festival
On the festival can participate: amateur choirs both local and foreing, mixed, female, male and children choirs or they could part take only in accompanying concerts.
1. Choirs have to prepare a cappella songs: obligatory one piece by F. Nowowiejski, one renaissance or baroque composition and one piece composed after 1945. The rest of the songs can be from different timeline.
2. The presentation should last no less than 15 minutes and no more than 20 minutes. Not fulfilling time restraints will result in reduction of the final note (instead of gold diploma- silver diploma, instead of silver diploma - bronze diploma).
3. Outside the competition, the choirs should mandatory prepare two of F.Nowowiejski’s pieces: Rota and Warmia Anthem (scores are available on the website).
4. The jury will judge the choirs based on the following:
- songs’ melody- tempo, rhythm, dynamics;
- intonation - timbre, harmony;
- rhetoric - articulation of words and music;
- musical expression - style, phrasing;
- choice of repertoir and dramaturgy of the program
5. . On the International Festival of the choir music by Felix Nowowiejski the prizes are:
· For the best choir in festival (min 91 points) - Grand Prix - statuette "Felix', money award10 000,00 PLN ( about  2400 EUR – at the exchange rate on the competition day.), honorable diploma.

· For the best performance of F. Nowowiejski piece - statuette, money award 3000PLN (about 700 EUR - at the exchange rate on the competition day.), honorable diploma.

· Honorable diplomas - golden, silver and bronze. Scored diploma is a result of the sum of points from competition hearing:

· 71p - 80p bronze diploma

· 81p - 90p - silver diploma

· 91p - 100p. - golden diploma
6. In agreement with the festival organizers the jury could perform different distribution of awards and introduce additional prizes. The jury verdict is final.
V. The organization of the festival:

1. Festival will take place from 17th of May to 19th of May 2018 in St. Anna's Church and European Culture Treasury House in Barczewo.
2. Choirs which want to take part at the festival should send readable filled out applications and additional materials with registration fee - 250 PLN. If the choir is not qualified for the festival the fee will be returned. In case of the lack of the fee the application will not be considered. Following documents should be sent until 28th February 2018.

3. The artistic committee will decide about the classification of choirs until 5th of March 2018.

4. The list of qualified choirs for the competition, presentation of senior choirs and supplementary concerts will be announced on the festival’s web side.

5. After qualifying to the competition all participants are obligated to deposit 200 PLN for the organization of the festival.
6. The payments should be fulfilled on the organizers’ account MBS Giżycko Oddz. Barczewo PL 17 9343 1028 0000 0882 2000 0010 until 31st March 2017 (date of booking on the account).Choirs which resign from taking part in the competition untill 15.04.2017 will receive full repainment of the sum, after this date payments will not be returned.
7. Choirs taking part only at accompanying concerts are released from the registration fee. 
8. Choirs taking part in the competition are obliged to be in Barczewo from the first to the last day of the festival.
9. Organizers of the festival do not cover travel costs.

10. Organizers guarantee the classified choirs full alimentation during the festival and two nights of accommodation in holiday resorts, farmhouses or camping houses.  
11. Extension of the stay costs 100PLN per person for accommodation and two meals – breakfast and supper.

12. Each classified choir is obliged to present at least 2 additional concerts of choral music at the festival accompanying events. They will take place in Feliks Nowowiejski related points such as Swieta Lipka (Saint Lipka), Olsztyn and others. Concert should last between 30-45 minutes. Repertoire is unrestricted.

13. Organizers enable each choir sightseeing of the places connected to life of Feliks Nowowiejski and to get to know touristic attractions of the region.

14. Choirs that will want to take part in the competition but do not have access to scores of Feliks Nowowiejski’s pieces can get these from organizers of the Festival.
15. Application to take part in the Festival is tantamount to agreeing to a free right of registration of artistic performances of any recording technique and its dissemination and use of the material submitted choir to promote the festival.
