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Rules and regulations
	Dear fans of choir music,
	
	We cordially invite you to participate in the XVIII th edition of the Feliks Nowowiejski's International Festival of Choral Music. which will take place on 6-7-8/06/2019 in Barczewo (14 km from Olsztyn), in a city where on February 7, 1877 a great Polish composer - Feliks Nowowiejski’s was born. For 3 days, Barczewo as well as other cities of the beautiful region of Warmia-Masuria, famous for its unique nature, lakes and forests, open their gates to host excellent choirs from Poland and abroad, which during the competition auditions and accompanying concerts will present choral works of Polish and foreign composers.

I. Festival is organized by 'Stowarzyszenie Inicjatyw Obywatelskich' in Barczewo

II. Location of Festival - Barczewo

III. Main goal of Festival is popularization in Poland and abroad person and creation of Feliks Nowowiejski’s, his vocal and choir pieces, instrumental compositions and oratorical works.

IV. Conditions of participation

The festival has the formula of the competition and amateur choirs (mixed, male or female, children's) from Poland and abroad can participate in it. Regardless of the competition, the choirs may submit their participation only in accompanying concerts.
 
1. Choirs have to prepare a cappella songs: obligatory one piece by F. Nowowiejski’s, one renaissance or baroque composition and one piece composed after 1945. The rest of the songs can be from any period.
2. The presentation (from entering to leaving the stage) should last no less than 15 minutes and no more than 20 minutes. Not fulfilling time restraints will result in reduction of the final note (instead of gold diploma- silver diploma, instead of silver diploma - bronze diploma).
3. Outside the competition, the choirs are obliged to prepare two of Nowowiejski’s pieces: Rota and Warmia Anthem (scores are available on the website).
4. The jury will judge the choirs based on the following:
- songs’ melody- tempo, rhythm, dynamics;
- intonation - timbre, harmony;
- rhetoric - articulation of words and music;
- musical expression - style, phrasing;
- choice of repertoire and dramaturgy of the program
5. . On the International Festival of the choir music by Felix Nowowiejski’s the prizes are:
· For the best choir in festival (minimum 95 points) - Grand Prix - statuette "Felix', money award 10 000,00 PLN before tax (about  2400 EUR – at the exchange rate on the competition day.), honorable diploma.
· For the best performance of F. Nowowiejski’s piece - statuette, money award 3000 PLN before tax (about 700 EUR - at the exchange rate on the competition day.), honorable diploma.
· Honorable diplomas - golden, silver and bronze. Gained diploma is a result of the sum of points from competition hearing:
· 71p - 80p bronze diploma
· 81p - 90p - silver diploma
· 91p - 100p. - golden diploma
1. In agreement with the festival organizers the jury could perform different distribution of awards and introduce additional prizes. The Jury does not give a descriptive assessment summarizing the competition performances. The Jury verdict is final and there are is no appeal.


V. The organization of the festival:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Festival will take place from 6-7-8th of June 2019 in St. Anna's Church and European Culture Treasury House in Barczewo.
2. Choirs which want to take part at the festival should send readable filled out applications and additional materials with registration fee - 250 PLN. If the choir is not qualified for the festival the fee will be returned. In case of the lack of the fee the application will not be considered. Following documents should be sent until 28th February 2019.
3. The decision  in the matter of choirs qualified to the Festival will be made by The Artistic Committee until 5th of March 2019.
4. The list of qualified choirs for the competition and supplementary concerts will be announced on the festival’s web side.
5. After qualifying to the competition all participants (choristers, conductor, driver and other people coming to the festival with the Choir) are obligated to cover expenses related to, among other things, accommodation and meals in the amount of 250 PLN per person.
6. Within the amount of 250 PLN (per person) Organizers during the Festival provide qualified choirs full catering and two nights in Recreation Center or Agri-Tourism Holdings

21.03.2019 - the date of the first payment for accommodation and food 50%
24.04.2019 – the date of the final payment for accommodation and foo.

8. Choirs who resign from the competition until April 15, 2019 will receive a full refund of the amount paid, after this date the payment regardless of the situation will not be refunded.
9. It is possible to extend the visit. Additional payment for each day / night and food is 150 PLN per person.
10. Choirs participating only in accompanying concerts are exempt from the entry fee, however they cover their own costs of travel to the place of the concert.
11. Organizers of the Festival do not cover travel costs.
12. Choirs taking part in the competition are obliged to be present in Barczewo from the opening day of the Festival to its completion.
13. Each classified choir is obliged to present at least 1 (in exceptional situations up to 2) additional concerts of choral music at the festival accompanying events. They will take place in Feliks Nowowiejski’s related points such as Barczewo, Swieta Lipka (Saint Lipka), Olsztyn and others. Concert should last between 30-45 minutes. Repertoire is unrestricted.
14. In order to efficient moving to the concerts, the choirs must have their own transport or transport rented by the organizers at the expense of the choir.
15. The organizers will enable every choir to visit places related to the life of Feliks Nowowiejski’s and to learn about the tourist attractions of the region.
16. Application of the choir to the Festival is tantamount to acceptance of the free registration of artistic performance of works by any technique of recording and its dissemination, as well as the use of submitted choir materials for the promotion of the Festival.
17. Stowarzyszenie Inicjatyw Obywatelskich w Barczewie processes personal data for purposes related to the Feliks Nowowiejski's International Festival of Choral Music in Barczewo.

· sightseeing,
· integration event (bonfire) - a joint dinner.
08.06.2019 (Saturday)
· auditions of Senior Choirs in the Treasury of European Culture in Barczewo,
· accompanying concerts and events (cont’d),
· workshops for conductors,
· sightseeing (cont’d),
· 16:00 - closing ceremony of the Festival, a final concert with handing the awards in St. Anna’s Church in Barczewo.
